An Adverb is a word that describes a verb, an adjective, or another
adverb.
It tells us how, when, where, or how much something happens.

Examples of Adverbs:

1. He runs quickly.
(quickly tells how he runs — describing the verb "runs")

2. She speaks loudly.
(loudly tells how she speaks — describing the verb "speaks")

3. They will come tomorrow.
(tomorrow tells when they will come — describing the verb
"COme")

4. The cat is sitting outside.
(outside tells where the cat is — describing the verb "sitting")

5. This book is veryinteresting.
(very describes the adjective interesting)

6. He drives too fast.
(too describes the adverb fast)
